                           GARAGE SALES


A City of Houston Ordinance restricts garage sales to TWO per year (any 12 month period).  To report violations, make a written record of the dates of the first two.  The third one can then be reported by dialing 311 and asking for the Legal Department.  Document the dates for it as well.  A weekend counts as ONE garage sale.
                           RECYCLING


Braeburn Terrace currently has curbside recycling. The Curbside Recycling Program accepts newspaper, magazines, color ad inserts, office paper, unwanted mail and telephone books; tin, aluminum and empty aerosol cans; and plastic bottles and jugs with a narrow neck and broad base (marked with a #1 or #2 recycling symbol ONLY).   

      Keeping all paper items segregated, you may place all of these materials together in your bin.  Overflow materials can be put in a separate paper grocery bag and placed on top of, or on the side of your green bin.

      Corrugated cardboard must be broken down into 3x3 foot squares.  It can be placed UNDER the bin.  Used motor oil, if placed in its original container or an empty 1-gallon milk or water jug, will be accepted.

Glass is NOT accepted curbside. You may take glass to the Westpark Consumer Recycling Center, 5900 Westpark.  The Westpark Consumer Recycling Center will accept the same items as the Curbside Recycling Program with the addition of glass bottles, jars, anti-freeze, latex paint, and car batteries.[image: image3.png]
